(e) Was made to them within 21 days of whichever is the later, or as the case may be, the
latest of the following dates:-

first given;

(i) Where ABERDEENSHIRE COUNCIL have required the applicant to display the Notice
again from a specified date, that date;

(i) In any other case, the date when the application was made to them.
