Definition of the term public art:

· Public art should be original work reflecting an area, created by an artist or craftsperson.

· The term public art encompasses a wide range of artistic practice and ways of working. The defining factor is that public art should be in the public domain, accessible or visible to the public and designed/produced by an artist or maker.
· It should not be a mass produced object or a reproduction of an original artwork as these are unlikely to be site specific to the area. When public art follows best practice the community is involved in the journey and the decision making process about the space or event. 

· Community art can be confused with public art as it often follows similar consultation styles: one difference comes with any end product. Public art is designed and delivered by the artist in consultation with the community, whereas an artist facilitates a community art project but the end product is co-designed by the whole group and has group authorship.

Developer Obligation funds for the arts:

If you are developing a project which could be funded, we would want to see how it relates to the people of the town. There needs to be evidence that there is a demand for your proposal from the local community which can be achieved through a programme of public engagement. There is a checklist which can help groups when working on a public art project available from the Public Art Officer. 

Please use the attached form to outline your proposal and forward to the Public Art Officer. Your idea will then be submitted to the Cultural Services Senior Management Team for discussion and consideration.
Public Art Proposal
