	What’s a stakeholder?
	Anyone with a vested interest in a project

	In the plans for the pavilion there are no toilet facilities in the changing rooms
	There are toilets on the ground floor in the vicinity of the changing rooms, however, they are not distinctly shown on the plan

	Facilities will be removed from the Town.  Are there any plans for developing the buildings within the Town, e.g. the Town Hall?
	This will be picked up through the regeneration events for Banff and Macduff.  There are other buildings in Banff and Macduff and we will examine those to see how they can be used in the future.  The Council has a programme of investment and we are looking to improve buildings and facilities across both the Towns.  This will be discussed further within the future plans for regeneration engagement activity.

	All facilities are required to be in place before the TESCO development starts.  Is that still the case?
	The existing legal agreement identifies that the facilities need to be in place before TESCO build starts.  The facilities certainly need to be started but we are looking for a pragmatic approach, however, it is dependent on any future legal agreements.

	We were expecting to hear more of the Council’s ideas about regeneration.  Can you give us more details what this might look like?
	We have just started the engagement activity.  The Council does not wish to impose solutions on communities as this will not be as successful as communities feeling ownership of the solutions that are put forward.  We want to develop and deliver the aspirations of communities and will be asking the communities to work with us on this important project.  There are already examples of regeneration activities being undertaken in the Town.  Residents will be aware of the Council’s plans to develop the site at Carmelite Street which will be submitted for planning.  There are many areas that need investment and there are parts of the Town that could be invested in to provide residential accommodation.  The Council is committed to the ongoing regeneration at Banff and Macduff.

	Macduff Option C - is it possible to extend the main roof further to provide further accommodation?
	As part of the consultation the Council has taken onboard residents comments and has already increased the Sports Hall from two courts to three courts.  If we extended it further we would have to think about what goes in there.  We will look at the plans but we feel that the plans on view are reflective of the comments of the communities.

	Has any thought been given to elderly and disabled?
	The Council has certainly complied with disability standards.  The new Deveron Centre that is proposed is far superior to anything currently existing in Banff.  

	Looked at the plans and there is a view that storage is inadequate.  
	Storage space has been increased since the last consultation but there will be further discussions with groups to increase space if that is deemed necessary

	Previously Communities have been told that the review is not about staffing.  Where will the Janitor sit? People need to know where they can contact someone in charge first aid or indeed for CCTV and therefore would like to see a janitorial office.
	Our facilities will have Facility Managers and they will be the main contact for people if they need help and support.  If there is a need for CCTV identified we will consider installing it.  

	The Council is saying that they will report back on economic regeneration in December.  It doesn’t seem feasible within the timescales if there is going to be effective engagement.
	Council recognises the sense of urgency in relation to economic regeneration and therefore is committed to proceeding with the engagement in an efficient and effective way whilst ensuring everybody’s views are adequately reflected.
